Washington is one of Fairfield community schoolit$’'s four elementary schools with an
enrollment of approximately 300 students.

ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL

Many discipline problems at school develop on tlag ¥o school or on the way home from
school. An important part of growing up is learnimgv to get along with others. The ability to
get to school and home from school without develggiroblems will greatly assist our children
in the process of growing up.

Throwing snow or ice is not allowed.

Baseballs, softballs, bats and other sports equipare not to be brought to school.
Children are not to bring other personal toys &messs. Each room has a supply of play
equipment. Students should not bring radios, CR&er lights, skateboards, inline
skates, games or electronic devices, etc. to scB&ateboarding or use of inline skates is
not permitted on school grounds.

Contact games and activities where students tag, ur pull are not allowed. Tackle
football is forbidden.

Students are to WALK in the hallways and roomdllairaes and to walk to and from the
buses each day.

Guns, knives, look-alike items, or other dangemwaapons or objects are not allowed on
school property. The board has adopted a policghvbould exclude a child from school
for up to one school year if such items are brotglsichool.

Swearing or vulgar language will not be tolerated.

WEAPONS POLICY

The Fairfield Community School Board believes waegpand other dangerous objects in school
district facilities cause material and substardiatuption to the school environment or present a
threat to the health and safety of students, enggl®yand visitors on the school district premises
or property within the jurisdiction of the schoaslict.

Parents of students found to possess a weapongald@k or dangerous object on school
property shall be notified of the incident. Conéison of the weapon or dangerous object will be
reported to law enforcement officials, and the sthudvill be subject to disciplinary action. The
actions may include suspension or expulsion asneatliin board policy 502.6.

ELEMENTARY DETENTION POLICY

Although there is no formal “detention” prograntfa elementary level, teachers and principals
have the option of requiring a student to arriveyear stay after school for any (but not limited
to) of the following reasons: failure to complessigned work, disrespect involving staff or
students, or physical aggression. Before or aftleosl detentions will be served from 8-8:30

AM or 3:30-4:00 PM.

REGULATION REGARDING SERIOUS BEHAVIORS OF ELEMENTAR Y STUDENTS

It is the mission of our school to provide the mossitive environment possible for our students.
We strive to establish a learning environment wistweents are safe, teachers can teach,
students can learn, and students are free frons$raent. Consistent with our mission, fighting,
disrespect or defiance toward school employeestartent to student harassment will not be
tolerated.

Our school is proactive in teaching all of our snit$ the skills and attitudes necessary to avoid
such conflicts and in providing incentives to do8then there is an infraction, the student will
receive appropriate consequences but also rectiee jpositive interventions intended to help
the student avoid further incidents.

When a student is involved in fighting at schodrelspect or defiance of school employees, or
student to student harassment as determined hyriti@pal, the following interventions will be
invoked (regarding fighting, a student will be caifpe if he/she contributes to the escalation of a
dispute or fight, whether or not he/she is the tisdbecome physical):

First offense: Loss of privileges for an unspecified time, paatobntact, referral to guidance
counselor for follow-up. (Possible referral to lanforcement)

Second offenseOne day in-school isolation, additional loss a¥ieges, parental contact, letter
in cum file, referral to guidance counselor. (Fassreferral to law enforcement)



Third offense: One-day Saturday suspension, additional lossiolgyes, parental contact,
letter in cum file, report to school board, refétoaguidance counselor. (Possible referral to law
enforcement)

Fourth offense: Three-day Saturday suspension, parental conédtetr in cum file, report to
school board, referral to guidance counselor. gPtsreferral to law enforcement)

Fifth offense: Possible referral to law enforcement (for fightorgserious harassment), possible
further suspension or expulsion, parental contetter in cum file, report to school board,
referral to guidance counselor. (Possible reféa#w enforcement)

Although this policy is for all elementary studeritse principal will have discretion with
kindergarten and first grade students. If an assapharticularly extreme or unprovoked, the
principal may choose to skip steps. If a three ingetriod elapses without an incident, the
principal may choose to consider the infractiothatsame level of severity as the previous
infraction (ex., student has third offense andehrenths later has another offense, principal
may consider as third offense).

Other interventions may be recommended for theestud\ referral may be made to the student
assistance team. Other recommendations might ie@uzehavior intervention plan, a referral to
the AEA school social worker, a referral for belmobservation or testing, or outside
counseling.

ABSENCE FROM SCHOOL

When it is necessary for your child to be absemnhfschool the parent or guardian should call
the office between 8:00 and 9:00 a.m. on the mgroirthe absence. If this is not possible, a
written excuse should be sent with the student wheryoungster returns to school. If it is
known that a student is going to be absent atiadwdate, the parent or guardian should notify
the office in advance. The student should alsarinfbis/her teacher and get assignments in
advance.

Regular Attendance
Regular attendance at school, just like attendandde job, is an important ingredient to
success. Only through attendance and class patimn do students achieve the maximum




benefits of the educational program. Participatinglass discussion, developing an
appreciation for the views and abilities of otheerdents, and forming the habit of regular
attendance are legitimate class objectives. Leghaist due to absence can never be replaced.
Regular attendance and being prepared for claps Baldents in school and helps prepare them
for adulthood. It is the Parent/Guardian’s resfahty to assure that their child is in attendance

Attendance Policy

Children between the age of six and sixteen, &eptember 15, residing in the Fairfield
Community School District, are required to be elein and attending an lowa accredited
public or private school, or receiving competernvate instruction pursuant to state law, lowa
Code section 299.1A. Children of compulsory atserae age who are enrolled in the Fairfield
Community School District shall attend school foteast 174 days per school year, unless
excused under the terms of the district’s attenelgadicy.

Attendance Codes
E. Excused Absence — “official slips” such as a icaty documented illness, medically
documented appointment, funeral of family membeurtappearances, school-
sponsored activities, or other absences approvéxibging principals.

V: Verified Absence — parent provides written orbad notification to the school of
student’s absence. Students are allowed six gdrdbsences during the year.
(Unless school administration determines the alesembe truancy.)

U: Unexcused — After 6 verified absences, any atisenconsidered unexcused unless it
meets the criteria of an “excused” absence (seeedbo

T: Truancy — an unexcused absence wherein the #&traiton determines the student
has “skipped” school, with or without parent persias.

Steps For Addressing Excessive Absenteeism

**|f at any time, it is determined that a studemshowing early signs of chronic absenteeism,
steps can be skipped and an Administrative Attecgl&tearing may be held or the County
Attorney may pursue legal intervention.

STEP 1: When the absences experienced by a stagkedetermined to be excessive, the
student has reached six days of verified absencedsences are of such frequency that school
staff is concerned that the success of the studg¢mbpardized, a letter shall be sent to the
parent/guardian and attendance information forwdtdehe truancy officer.

STEP 1A: If the actions taken in Step 1 do noblresthe issue of excessive absences for the
student, and the student has three unexcused &sséne truancy officer will contact the
parent/guardian in a further attempt to resolveidhee of excessive absences. School progress
(grades and absences) will be discussed as appi@paind as determined by the truancy officer
and building administrator.



STEP 2: In the event the two previous steps daiesolve the attendance issue, and the student
has six unexcused absences, the school will regestident to the Jefferson County Attorney for
assistance in rectifying the attendance issue.

A letter will be sent requesting an “Administraiittendance Hearing”, and it will be
held with the parent/guardian, counselor, pringipgdcher, and truancy officer in attendance.
The student’s academic progress and attendanaeyhgill be reviewed and procedures
established to improve attendance which may inchudenot be limited to the following:

a. Requiring doctor’s excuse to confirm illness
b. Confirmation of bereavement leave/absence
c. Referral to school counselor

d. Referral to outside agency

e. Assign detention

f. Recommend retention in grade

0. Referral to truancy officer

If the parent refuses to attend the “Administratteendance Hearing”, a letter will be placed in
the student’s permanent school file to that eféaxt a copy sent to the County Attorney for their
records.

STEP 3: If it is determined that the attendanablem still exists after Step 2, and the student
has reached 12 days of unexcused absences, tim/gaaedian will be contacted for the last
time by the school and informed that a referralfi@diation through the County Attorney has
been recommended.

STEP 4: The County Attorney'’s office will arrangeguired mediation as per lowa Code
229.5A. Failure to appear for mediation is a mmdanor under lowa law.

STEP 5: The School will conduct an ongoing follaprto determine if the mediation was
successful.

STEP 6: If it is determined that attendance cam#to be a problem and in violation of the
mediation agreement, and the student has 18 unex@lssences, a referral to the County
Attorney’s office or other appropriate agencied wd sent with a recommendation for legal
action.

Appeals
Students or parent wishing to appeal dispositiotheir case may do so by filing a written

appeal to the superintendent within five schoolsdafyer the notification.

The office phoatsavailable for students to make necessary
calls. A student must have permission from theheaand the office before they use the phone.

Leaving During the School Day Parents are discouraged from taking their childret of
school during the school day except for a doctapointment or family emergency. If it is
necessary for students to leave during school htheyg should bring a note from the parent or
guardian stating the time and reason for dismi$8akn a student is dismissed from class,
he/she must check out through the office and I&a@@ote with the secretary.

Parents picking students up during school hourd oheck in the office to make their needs
known. Extreme care is exercised in the releashitdren to adults other than a parent or
guardian.

Make-up Work : Teachers are very busy during the day workingy wie students. Therefore,
they will need a 1/2 day notice for request of haioik for students who have beenill.

Perfect Attendance Award At the conclusion of each school year, studdmis have had
perfect attendance for the year are recognizethéelementary level, students will be
recognized if they meet the following criteria:
1) The student has been in school every day timatodés in session and
2) The student has not been tardy or left schaty efar any reason, more than four (4)
times during the school year.

School Closing During Inclement Weather Announcements will be broadcast on the local
radio stations, KMCD-AM and KIIK-FM when conditiorgse such that school must be
canceled. Please make an early dismissal planyeithchildren so they will know what to do in
such instances. You will receive further informatfoom the Superintendent's office in
November. Please listen to the radio rather thliimgahe school, so the phone lines are kept
open for emergencies.

Sexual Harassment:Sexual Harassment, as defined in the Bulletinachers and Principals,
between any staff members, students, or combin#teneof, is also prohibited. Parents will be
notified immediately if their child is involved iany type of sexual harassment, either as
perpetrator or victim.

Tardiness: It is the responsibility of the principal to maairt records of pupil absence and
tardiness.

After the sixth tardy imine week period, another contact will be
made with the parents. The student will be requioestay after school a minimum of 30 minutes
to make up time for the sixth tardy and any furttaedies during the nine week period.

PARENT-TEACHER COMMUNICATIONS

classroom, and a visit would be difficult. Pleat@npyour visit for a reasonable length of time,
preferably not more than one hour. Babies and poeders can be distractions in the classroom.
If you plan a visit, please find someone who catctvgour younger children. You are welcome
to occasionally eat lunch with your child, but @eanotify the school a day in advance so the
cooks can add you to the lunch count. Visiting sttage friends and relatives may not attend
school with your child.

Free and Reduced Price Lunch/Breakfast ProgramThe Free and Reduced Price
Program is available for those families who qualApplications are sent home
before school starts and are available in the @ffic

Breakfast Program: Breakfast is available for students daily (excaptate start
mornings). Students who participate in the bredkjesgram enter the building at
8:10 and go directly to the lunchroom. They arenigsed to their classrooms after
the 8:25 bell.

Lunch: USDA requires that we provide milk with each lbn& your child is

allergic to dairy products, a doctor’s authorizatie needed for any student who
cannot drink milk at lunchtime. (Because of USDAulations, soft drinks are not to
be in the lunchroom.) Students may choose to ihag own lunch. If students want
to go home for lunch, they must report to the effichen they leave and upon their
return. Students are only allowed to go with thmimediate family and not with
other students. Students who eat lunch are expexididplay proper behavior and
manners while eating.

Milk/Juice : All classes have milk available to them in therniiog and milk and/or
juice in the afternoon. Tickets are available ia tffice. Free or reduced price
tickets are not available for this program. (M@stdhers require milk at the a.m.

Waiver of Student Fees Students whose families meet the income guidelioefree and

reduced price lunch, the Family Investment ProgfaiR), Supplemental Security Income (SSI),
transportation assistance under open enrolimenthorare in foster care may be eligible to have
their student fees waived or partially waived. &ttd whose families are experiencing a
temporary financial difficulty may be eligible fartemporary waiver of student fees. Parents or
students who believe they may qualify for temporfargncial hardship should contact the
principal by the first day of classes during thik Samester for a waiver form. This waiver does
not carry over from year to year and must be cotaglannually.

CIVILITY POLICY

The FCSD staff will treat parents and other membeétke public with respect and expect the
same in return. The school must keep classroomsha@nadministrative office free from
disruptions and prevent unauthorized persons frat@rieg school/district grounds.

Accordingly, this policy promotes mutual respedtjlity, and orderly conduct among district

employees, parents, and the public. We do not dhtieis policy to deprive any person of his or
her right to freedom of expressions. Rather, w& seenaintain, to the extent possible and
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reasonable, a safe, harassment-free workplacaif@todents and staff. In the interest of
presenting teachers and other employees as positeyenodels, we encourage positive
communications and discourage volatile, hostilegggressive actions. The school seeks public
cooperation with this endeavor.

directed to leave school or school district properomptly by the school’s
principal or other chief administrative officer.

2. Directions to Staff in Dealing with Abusive Individual. If any member of the
public uses obscenities or speaks in a demandingd, insulting, and/or
demeaning manner, the administrator or employaeéhtum the remarks are
directed will calmly and politely warn the speakeicommunicate civilly. If the
abusive individual does not stop the behaviordis&rict employee will verbally
notify him/her that the meeting, conference orghbtae conversation is
terminated; and, if the meeting or conference iglistrict premises, the employee
shall direct the abusive individual to leave prompt

3. Provide Policy and Report Incident.When a staff member determines that a
member of the public is in the process of violatihg provisions of this policy,
the staff member should provide a written copyhes policy at the time of
occurrence. The staff member will then immediatediify his/her supervisor and
provide written report of the incident.

HEALTH AND SAFETY PRACTICES

Bicycles: Our school policy discourages any child in K, dstl 2nd grades from riding their
bicycles to school. These children have not madtére art of riding the bicycle well enough to
cope with the busy traffic on the street at thases$ of day.

Grooming and Dress Habits Proper grooming and appropriate dress are impbelaments in
maintaining a learning atmosphere. It is the pa‘agesponsibility to see that their children's

dress reflect the business of learning. Clothintpwiappropriate or suggestions of inappropriate
messages, or which smells of cigarettes, alcomdllegal drugs, is not to be worn. Students will
be asked to turn such items inside out or askedltdiome for a change. Students should also
avoid wearing clothing such as sleeveless undésskeiopped or strapless tops, and accessories
which distract both the student and their peenmgiftioe learning process. Exposed undergarments
will not be allowed.

In addition, children should not use face/body pairhair spray paint at any time during the
school day. Children arriving at school with faaaip paint or colored spray on their hair will be
asked to remove it before school begins. The sartrae for excessive make-up and temporary
tattoos on the face and neck.
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lliness or Injury : Children with definite signs of illness such aéds, skin diseases, or
childhood communicable diseases need to be kdyraé. A child should not return to school
for 24 hours after vomiting or having a high tengtere. This policy is both for the health of the
affected child as well as classmates who could mecofected.

If a child is injured or becomes ill at school, $te is cared for temporarily in the nurse's office
until a parent or person designated by the paseaible to take the child home. Parents must
provide the school with an emergency number whesg tan be reached or another adult that
can take responsibility for their sick child.

Immunizations: Prior to starting school or when transferringidgints must present an approved
immunization certificate. Each student must beyfulimunized against the following diseases:

1. Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis (DTP)The state requires at least three doses, andsit le
one dose must have been received after the clddish birthday.

2. Polio (OPV) The state requires at least three doses of olial yaccine, and at least one
dose must have been received after the child’sHduirthday.

3. Measles/Rubella (MMR) One dose of measles and laubehtaining vaccine to be given
after twelve months of age. All Kindergarten stusebeginning with the 1991-92 school
year, will need a second dose before entering $choo

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FIRE DRILL PROCEDURE

CURRICULUM

Challenge Program

This program is for students in grades three thindug and is designed to enhance the creative
thinking and problem solving skills of studentsiwtarticularly outstanding intellectual abilities.
Students are selected for the program by a commuftéeachers and administrators. Selection is
based on a variety of objective assessment measndeteacher recommendations. Students in
the program attend for one half day per week.
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Kindergarten Program

Kindergarten is a time of preparation and maturatidhe primary objective is to ensure that
every child will succeed when presented with thenfal first grade reading and math programs.
Efforts are focused upon development of a posgeléconcept and the acquisition of skills that
contribute to readiness. Readiness consists ofir@oggpecific knowledge and skills which are
necessary prerequisites for learning particulaosthubjects; and the willingness to do so when
asked. The readiness skills are listed in(ifieto Schoobooklet given to parents of kindergarten
youngsters at Kindergarten Roundup. A kindergaofeen house is scheduled prior to the start of
school.

Language Arts

The basic series for writing and language in gratésis Invitations to Literacy, Houghton
Mifflin 1996. Writing skills and activities are raled to themes and stories from the reading
program. Spelling instruction reinforces phonicélskand word families from reading texts as
well. The language arts program integrates all madeommunication including listening,
speaking, writing, grammar, and spelling. Particelaphasis is given to writing based on the
students’ own experiences.

Library/Media Center

The library/media center is open daily for studese. Every student has the opportunity to visit
the library/media center weekly for book checkdutbrary and research skills are taught in
conjunction with class curriculum by the library/dnee specialist and/or the classroom teacher.

Mathematics

The Houghton Mifflin Math series, 2005 edition, Hmesen adopted for grades K-5. The
curriculum is consistent with the National CourdfilTeachers of Mathematics Standards and the
district’s standards and benchmarks for math aemmnt. The district’'s standards and
benchmarks were revised by a district elementamyathum committee during 2003-2004.

Reading
The development of skills and enthusiasm for reg@ra top priority in our school’s curriculum.

Houghton Mifflin Reading 2008s a literature-based integrated reading/langaatgeprogram
used by all students in K-5. It includes materfalsstudents who need either extra support or
extra challenge. All students have access to dwddibrary where they are encouraged to
check books out to read in their classrooms ooatén All teachers read aloud to their students
daily, and reading for enjoyment is emphasizedveryeclassroom. Students who need more
individual or small group help may qualify for BtOne Reading, more commonly referred to as
Reading Lab. Parents will be notified early in stkool year if their child qualifies for Reading
Lab.

Science

Our science program, Science 2000, published bit Socesman Co., 2000 edition, emphasizes
hands-on activities at all grade levels. Specialtheunits are taught which explain the effects of
drugs, tobacco, and alcohol in the human organ®um.science program is a combination of
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textbook instruction and hands-on activities uitigzmaterials from Scott Foresman (3, 4, 5),
Harcourt Brace (1, 2), FOSS (K, 1, 2), and "Hekesking at You" (prevention program). The
district’'s standards and benchmarks were reviseal digtrict elementary curriculum committee
during 2004-2005.

Special Education

Children in special education class receive anviddal Educational Program (I.E.P.) which is
evaluated and revised annually to meet the spew#cls of youngsters who have educational
disabilities. Their programs are designed to inelad much of the regular school program as
possible and yet meet their individual needs.

Social Studies

Concepts and generalizations about our culturgal@dvorld we live in are taught in the wide
field of study we call social studies. The basitesefor grades K-5 is published by the
Macmillan, McGraw-Hill Co. Concepts of career eduma, current events, history, geography,
ecology and environmental changes are incorpoiatdte basic units of the series. The program
is supplemented with map and globe skills matepalsdished by Scholastic, Inc. and the
Nystrom Co., as well as teacher developed unitsvim History.

Title | Reading

The Title | Reading program is in addition to tlegular classroom instruction in reading. This is
a federally funded program and is therefore stmectiaccording to state and federal guidelines.
This program is to supplement classroom instruaigh individual and small group instruction
for students who need extra help to achieve tragrmial in reading. High interest materials are
used to encourage and reward students for readimgnze.

SPECIAL SUBJECTS

All students receive between and forty and fiftynates of instruction per week in each of the
special subjects.

Art

Computer Lab

The Computer Lab is for all students. Each stutl@stan opportunity to come to the lab with
grades K-2 coming once a week and grades 3-5 coatilegst twice a week for instruction on
the computers.

The computer lab facilitator and classroom teaghwk together to enhance projects in the
classroom by using appropriate software, Interoetdsearch, and typing skills to type reports.

The S.A.T. meets on a regular
basis to discuss concerns initiated by school staffarents. Specific recommendations will be
made and recorded with the student and parentg beile aware of these recommendations.
